2011 Seafair Volunteer Descriptions

Pirates Booty Milk Carton Derby | Saturday, July 16

Load In Team: Volunteers will be distributed where help is needed. Duties can include directing participants, staffing the Kids Show/Area, managing surveys, loading milk carton boats in and out of the water, hanging banners, setting up and servicing recycle/trash stations, and supporting Seafair staff on event site.
Load Out Team: Directing participants, loading milk carton boats in and out of the water, placing trash/recycling in a truck, loading banners and other event materials and supplies into a truck.

Benaroya Research Institute Expo, Triathlon & Kids Triathlon | Saturday, July 23 and Sunday, July 24

Triathlon Expo: Assist with the registration process including sign-ups, packet distribution, trouble-shooting, and participant bag distribution during the pre-race expo. Confirm accuracy of registration information. Jobs could include the following:

· Information Booth

· Greeters

· Registration

· Packet Pickup

· T-shirt Distribution

Bike Course Monitors: Volunteers will help direct cyclists along race route and manage spectators for the safety of the participants. Each volunteer will be paired in a high traffic area. Volunteers will communicate with racers as to where to ride and where to avoid along course all while helping monitor neighboring houses in conjunction with Seattle Police.

BIke Dismount Marshals: Bike dismount marshals are located at the beginning and end of the bike portion of the triathlon course. Volunteers are needed to ensure the safety of all participants and spectators as spectators try to find prime viewing locations of the bike route and cyclists return from their ride.

Kids Triathlon Course Marshal: Assist little athletes in all stages including, water stations, course monitors, finish line greeters and transition area. Volunteers will also help manage crowd control (parents) in and around transition area. Though the event doesn’t begin until 10AM arriving early is suggested as it takes place within the same location of the adult triathlon so parking will be limited.

Finish Line and Post Race Refreshment Zone: After participants finish the triathlon, volunteers are needed to collect timing chips, award each finisher with a participant medal and provide refreshments to all participants.

Pre-Race & Body Marking: Come help assist staff manage the transition zone area, while marking race numbers onto participants bodies. After finishing body marking, volunteers will either move to the finish line or mount/dismount marshals.

Pre Race Setup Team:  Set up Transition Zone, hang banners for sponsorship, set up finish line for the next days event. Lunch will be delivered on site to all setup volunteers!

Water Stations: Help ensure there are adequate drinks at the allocated drink stations and continuously refill drinks to participants with a smile. Hand out drinks to the participants in a safe and professional manner as to minimize disruption to their race. Ensure area around the drink station is free of used cups and undertake to clear as much used cups away from the race course as possible.

Michelob ULTRA Torchlight Run | Saturday, July 30

Course Monitors: As a course monitor, you will direct participants along both the 5K and 8K routes ensuring the safety of participants and cheering them on as they race to the finish line.

Finish Line and Post Race Refreshment Zone: After participants finish the run, volunteers will be there to award each finisher with a participant medal and collect timing chips.  Hang banners and setup crowd control fencing as instructed by Seafair race management. Volunteers are also needed to provide food and refreshments to all participants including water and fruit, as well as remove timing chips from all participants.  

Packet Pickup / Registration: Volunteers will assist participants with pre-event registration, bib & chip pickup and participant shirt pickup before the Torchlight Run. After the race starts this group will transition to the finish line to assist in post race distribution of food and chip removal.
Seafair Green Team: Volunteers will help staff recycling stations, communicate with participants in order to ensure waste is collected and sorted appropriately for disposal. Manage event waste and venue clean-up along the finish line and throughout the exhibitor area.

Water Stations: We are currently looking for groups of 20 or more to fill this position. If you have a group and would like to participate this is a great way to market your company or group along the route to all participants and parade goers. Help ensure there are adequate drinks at the allocated drink stations and continuously refill drinks to participants with a smile. Hand out drinks to the participants in a safe and professional manner as to minimize disruption to their race. Ensure area around the drink station is free of used cups and undertake to clear as much used cups away from the race course as possible.

Alaska Airlines Torchlight Parade | Saturday, July 30

Customer Service Team: Volunteers will assist staff at the Seafair information booth. You will be trained on how to answer questions for the general public.

Load In Team: Volunteers will help us with the build out of the event site. These duties will include hanging banners, decorating the grandstand seating area and ensuring the parade route is ready for the public.

Hospitality Team: Volunteers will be doing some of the following duties:

· Greet and seat ticket holders at bleacher sections along the parade route. 

· Provide any hospitality amenities affiliated with sponsored seating sections. 

· Engage parade viewers in the event with games, raffles and prize distribution. 

· Assist the Seafair Green Team in our recycling efforts and keeping the event site clean.

Seafair Weekend Featuring the Albert Lee Cup and Boeing Air Show | Friday, August 5 – Sunday, August 7
Volunteers for this event typically volunteer at one of three locations:

· Boeing Field, home of the Boeing Air Show: Air Show Volunteers- assist in production of the Boeing Air Show at Seafair by assisting with security, managing performer needs or handling VIP requests.
·  Seafair Weekend Event Site at Genesee Park: Volunteers are needed to be ticket takers, carpenters, parking guides, pit tour guides and more.  

· Lake Washington: Volunteers are needed with boats or without boats to crew on boats to assist in the security of the Blue Angels air box, the hydroplane racecourse and logboom.  Volunteers will work directly with the public to help manage the waterways during Seafair Weekend.
